High-Lev el Consultation on nursing and mid wifer y, Islamabad, 4-6 March 2007

The meeting br ought tog ether high-le vel decision mak ers in the area of nursing and mid wif ery to assess and refine the 
strategic dir ections for nursing and mid wif ery, in vie w of Resolutions WHA59.23 and WH59.27. The meeting r esulted in 
the adoption of the Islamabad Declar ation on Strengthening Nursing and Mid wif ery: Scaling up capacity to r each the 
Millennium De velopment Goals and the pr ior ity health pr ogr amme targets. The Declar ation was read out by the Feder al 
Health Minister , Mohammad Naseer Khan. The Declar ation recommended thr ee main areas for urgent attention:  scaling 
up nursing and mid wif ery capacity;  skill-mix of e xisting and ne w cadres of workers; and positi ve workplace en vir on-
ment. 

High Lev el Inter Minister ial Technical Consultation on Strengthening P olitical Suppor t for Health 
Workforce Dev elopment To Tackle HIV/AIDS , TB and Malar ia and Accelerate Progress Towards 
MDGs In Afr ica.  3-5 March 2007, Gaborone , Botsw ana

The objecti ves of the meeting w ere to reach consensus on pr ior ity actions necessar y at countr y and regional le vels in 
order to addr ess the health workforce cr isis in Afr ica. The meeting identif ied a set of actions that par ticipants agr eed to 
champion on r etur n to their countr ies and pr oposed a set of issues requir ing discussion and decision.  These issues will 
be on the ag enda of the for thcoming Conf erence of the Afr ican Ministers of Health of the Afr ican Union, to be held in 
Johannesburg, South Africa from 9 to 13 Apr il 2007.
